Elder Board Meeting Minutes
November 13, 2011

1. Opening Prayer & Devotion – Steve Lloyd
A. Steve emphasized the importance of beginning the day in God’s presence in order to be adequately prepared for the day’s journey. 
2. Approval of the October 9, 2011 meeting minutes: The October minutes were approved, M/SC by Sam Allen and Kent Rasmussen. 
3. Staff Report: Pastor Dave Bruns reported on the following topic:

A. Pastor Dave indicated that he advised church staff that their spouse and children are welcome to accompany them during their annual visit with the elders.
4.  Prayer: Steve Lloyd led the elders in a time of prayer for our Pastors and Ministry Directors, as well as other church leaders. Additionally, the elders prayed for individuals with special needs and for the spiritual growth and formation of our church. 

5. Featured Ministries: Matt Larson, Paradise CMA College/20-Something Ministries:

Matt is also working with seven individuals who have expressed an interest in the full time ministry. The elders had the privilege of praying for Matt, his ministry and his family. 

6. Old Business:
A. The elders will meet Tuesday, November 22 to study the book “Bible Doctrine”. The meeting will take place at 7 a.m. at the Feather Canyon retirement facility. 
B. Kent Rasmussen will take responsibility for coordinating communion for the December contemporary service. 
C.  Steve Feazel will provide to each elder a list of names of those willing to serve communion for the contemporary service. Steve suggested that each elder keep an updated list of servers to share with the elders. 
D. Elders will coordinate communion during the same month they are scheduled to facilitate the              elders meeting. Changes to the monthly schedule can occur as necessary. Shelton Campbell will be excluded since he has responsibility for the traditional service communion.

7. New Business:

      A. Pastor Dave encouraged the elders to read “Church+Home: The Proven Formula for Building Lifelong Faith” by Mark Holmen. He indicated that there may be books that can be checked out on a loan basis as well.

      C. Steve Feazel discussed the possibility of reaching out to widows in practical ways by assisting with home repairs and/or being a resource for dealing with practical questions and concerns. Sam Allen indicated that he would talk with Pastor Tim Bolin about ways the Men’s Ministry might get involved with this type of outreach. 
8. Shelton Campbell led a study from the book titled “Bible Doctrine.” This study dealt with prayer.
